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AFN Livorno Loses Over- Air Terrestrial TV Service  

Safety Tip of the 
Month 

Driving in fog? High speed 
and little distance between 
cars is the major cause of 
accidents. The law states 
for 50 meters of visibility 
you must keep speeds un-
der 50K. USAEUR Winter 
Safety begins Oct 1st. 

 On 22 Sep 06, Italian communi-
cations authorities announced that the 
nation-wide digital conversion of analog 
broadcasting frequencies would require 
AFN to cease all remaining over air ter-
restrial TV service operations by 2 Oct 
06.   

 This will not impact those who 
watch AFN with a decoder or through a 
cable delivery services. It will only affect 
those customers and clients who do not 
have a decoder and are still reliant on 
AFN’s single-channel terrestrial service 
in Italian 2005, AFN migrated to digital 
satellite and cable TV delivery systems in 
Italy to achieve compliance with the new 
compulsory broadcast laws and regula-
tory policies imposed by the Italian Gov-
ernment and European Union.  

 To help with this transition, Ital-
ian communication authorities allowed 
AFN to temporarily serve some portions 
of its audience with remaining terrestrial 
analog frequencies at no cost to the U.S. 
Government. 

 U.S. installations in Italy provide 
free AFN satellite decoders to authorized 
customers who do not have access to 
cable TV.  Contact the Camp Darby 
Housing office If you are authorized to 
have a free decoder at 633-8071. Decod-
ers are available for purchase at the PX.
