Italy Off the Beaten Path…Explore your world..  
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Euro recharge costs 20 Euro in the 
shop. Recommendations: I would like 
to see fair prices at the Media Point.  
AAFES Response: Media Point is 
obligated by contract to sell cell phones 
and accessories at the same price or 
lower than the economy. AAFES will 
match the price of a product found in 
other shops located in the vicinity of 
Camp Darby; however, the price 
matching cannot be compared with 
pricing found on the internet or on spe-
cial sale events. When you recharge 
your phone you will receive two re-
ceipts. One for the recharge, (Euros) 

and one form the cash register, 
(DOLLARS). We will ask the contrac-
tor to find another cash register or to 
modify the present one to avoid confu-
sion in the future The contract requires 
that the contractor records his sales on 
a cash register in dollars. In Italy, un-
fortunately, cash registers are made to 
meet Euro transactions and characters. 
The sales that are printed in the receipt 
read Euro but are actually recorded as 
Dollars.
